G.S.R. 610(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 37 of the Apprentices Act,
1961 (52 of 1961), after consulting the Central Apprenticeship Council, the Central Government hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Apprenticeship Rules, 1992, namely: —
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1. 1) These rules may be called the Apprenticeship (Amendment) Rules, 2025.
2 They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. In the Apprenticeship Rules, 1992 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules), in rule 2, —
(M after clause (1A), the following clause shall be inserted, namely:—

“(1B) ‘degree apprenticeship’ means a course having apprenticeship as an integrated
component of the curriculum;”;

(i) after clause (6A), the following clauses shall be inserted, namely:—

“(6B) ‘Institution’ means a college imparting a degree or diploma course approved by the
University or Board;

(6C) “Regional Centre” means Regional Board at locations other than the cities
specified under clause (mm) of section 2 of the Act;”;

(iii) after clause (9), the following clauses shall be inserted, namely:—

“(9A) ‘contractual staff’ is any person employed as a contract labour as defined in clause
(g) of section 2 of the Code on Wages, 2019 (29 of 2019) or any other law for the
time being in force;

(9B)  “person with benchmark disability” means a person as defined in clause (r) of
section 2 of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016);”;
3. In the said rules, in rule 3,—
(i) for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

“(2) A person shall be eligible for being engaged as a graduate or degree or technician
or technician vocational apprentice if he satisfies one of the minimum educational
qualifications specified in Schedule IA:”;

(i) in sub-rule (2), in the proviso, after clause (b), the following clause shall be inserted,
namely:-

“(ba) no degree apprentice shall be eligible for being engaged as an apprentice under the
Act after passing the final examination of the technical institution or institution wherein
such student is undergoing the course unless so approved by the Apprenticeship Adviser
or Regional Central Apprenticeship Adviser as the case may be;”;

4. In the said rules, in rule 5, after sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely:-

“3) For every trade or subject field, suitability of such trade or subject field for person with
benchmark disability shall be specified and the training places for persons with benchmark
disabilities in trade or subject field shall be reserved under the provisions of the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities Act, 2016 (49 of 2016) and if the training places cannot be filled from persons with
benchmark disabilities, then the training places so lying unfilled may be filled by persons having
minimum standards of physical fitness specified in Schedule Il and the appropriate Government
shall issue orders for benchmark disabilities for trades or subject fields.”.

5. In the said rules, in rule 6, for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

“2) The obligation of the employer and that of the trade apprentice shall be as specified in
Schedule-V, and the terms and conditions in respect of graduate, technician, technician (vocational)
apprentices and degree apprentice shall be as specified in Schedule VI.”.

6. In the said rules, in rule 7, in sub-rule (4), for clause (b), the following clause shall be substituted, namely:-

“(b) In the case of Sandwich Course and Degree Apprenticeship students, the period of practical
training, they undergo as part of apprenticeship course of studies shall be the period of
apprenticeship training.”.

7. In the said rules, in rule 7A,—

(i after sub-rule (5), the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely:-

“(5A) The training places for the persons with benchmark disabilities shall be reserved by
the employer in every optional trade in accordance with the provisions of sub-rule (3) of
rule 5.”;

for sub-rule (14), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

“(14)  Every apprentice possessing a degree of minimum three years or a diploma of
three years after 10th class or diploma of two years after 12th pass or a certificate in
vocational course involving two years of study after completion of secondary stage of
school education and undergoing apprenticeship training in optional trade shall follow the
terms and conditions of contract of apprenticeship for graduate, Technician, Technician

(vocational) and degree apprentices specified in Schedule VI.”.

In the said rules, in rule 7B, for sub-rule (3), the following sub-rule shall be substituted namely:-

“3) Within a financial year, each establishment shall engage apprentices in a band of 2.5 per
cent. to 15 per cent. of the total strength of the establishment including contractual staff, subject to a
minimum of 5 per cent. of the total to be reserved for fresher apprentices and skill certificate holder
apprentices and if the prescribed training places for fresher apprentice and skill certificate holder
apprentice cannot be filled, then the training places so lying unfilled may be filled by other
categories of apprentices with the approval of the apprenticeship adviser.”.

In the said rules, after rule 7C, the following rule shall be inserted, namely:-

“7D. Minimum gap between trainings.— (1) There shall be minimum one year gap between two
apprenticeship training: Provided that the previous training is completed and no gap shall be required in
the case of termination of previous apprenticeship training due to failure on the part of the employer
provided under section 11 of the Act and sub-rule (2) of rule 6.

(2) Where an apprentice has terminated a previous apprenticeship contract due to health or financial
hardship or relocation, transportation or career changes or language barrier, the waiting period of three
month shall apply before the apprentice shall enter into another contract of apprenticeship with the same
employer or any other employer and there shall be no waiting period for women.

(3) A person may undergo maximum two apprenticeship training and the second training shall not be in

the same trade.

(4) The cost of stipend borne by the Central Government and shall be restricted to the first-time training

only.

(5) Where the contract of apprenticeship is terminated for the failure on the part of the apprentice to
carry out the terms of contract, the apprentice shall not be entitled to enter into another contract of
Apprenticeship under the Act with any other employer.”.

In the said rules, in rule 11, for sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

“(1) The minimum rate of stipend payable to apprentices per month shall be as per the qualifications
stipulated in the curriculum. The minimum rate of stipend payable to apprentices per month shall be
the following, namely:-

The Government share of monthly stipend, if any, will be paid by the Government through Direct Benefit
Transfer to the apprentice's bank account upon the fulfillment of the relevant terms and conditions by the
concerned Establishment specified in the applicable scheme guidelines and in case of non-fulfilment of such
terms and conditions, the Establishment is liable to pay the monthly stipend amount in full to the apprentice.

During the second year of apprenticeship training, there shall be an increase of ten per cent. in the prescribed
minimum stipend amount and further 15 per cent. increase in the prescribed minimum stipend amount during
the third year of apprenticeship training.

The apprentice shall abide by the rules and regulations of the establishment in all matters of conduct and
discipline and safety and carry out all lawful orders of the employer and superiors in the establishment.

The provisions of Chapters 111, IV and V of the Factories Act, 1948 (63 of 1948), shall apply in relation to the
health, safety and welfare of the apprentices as if they were workers within the meaning of that Act and when
any apprentices are undergoing training in a mine, the provisions of Chapter V of the Mines Act, 1953 (35 of
1952) shall apply in relation to the health and safety of the apprentices as if they were employed in the mine.

The daily and weekly hours of work of an apprentice while undergoing practical training in a workplace shall
be determined by the employer subject to the compliance with the training duration, if prescribed and
apprentice shall be entitled to such leave and holidays as are observed in the establishment in which he is
undergoing training.

If personal injury is caused to an apprentice, by accident arising out of and in the course of his training as an
apprentice, his employer shall be liable to pay compensation which shall be determined and paid, so far as
may be, in accordance with the provisions of the Employee’s Compensation Act, 1923 (8 of 1923).

The apprentice shall be governed by the rules and regulations (applicable to employees of the corresponding
category) in the establishment in which the apprentice is undergoing training.

Every apprentice undergoing apprenticeship training in an establishment shall be a trainee and not a worker
and as such the provisions of any law with respect to labour shall not apply to or in relation to such
apprentice.

The employer shall make suitable arrangements in his establishment for imparting a course of apprenticeship
training to the apprentice in accordance with the provisions of the Act and the rules made thereunder with the
approval of the Central or State Apprenticeship Advisor.

It shall not be obligatory on the part of the employer to offer any employment to the apprentice on
completion of period of his apprenticeship training in his establishment.

The stipend for a particular month shall be paid on or before the tenth day of the following month.

No deduction shall be made from the stipend for the period during which an apprentice remains on casual
leave or medical leave and the stipend payment module on the apprenticeship portal shall require the
establishment to update the unauthorised leaves and stipend amount payable to each candidate for the month.

Where the contract of apprenticeship is terminated through failure on the part of any employer in carrying out
the terms and conditions thereof, such employer shall be liable to pay the apprentice compensation under
these rules.

The progress in apprenticeship training of every apprentice shall be assessed by the employer from time to
time and every apprentice who completes his apprenticeship training to the satisfaction of the employer shall
be granted a certificate of proficiency by that employer which shall be the basis for further assessment or
certification by the concerned awarding body.

The conditions for the degree apprenticeship shall be the following, namely:—

(i) the employer shall provide the apprenticeship training as per the approved program in accordance with
the contract and within the overall provisions of the Act;
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(ii) the academic Institution shall deliver the course as per the approved course curriculum including the
management of the apprenticeship component undertaken in partnership with the industry partner or
employer;

(iii) mapping and reporting apprenticeship contracts and other related compliance on the portal shall lie with
the academic institution or any authorised agency working on its behalf;

(iv) the employer shall permit apprentices to attend scheduled academic sessions in between the training
period either at the on-the-job training premises or at the academic institution campus as the case may be.

@an In case of any applicable Government scheme for apprenticeship promotion, the establishment or apprentice
or guardian (in case of minor apprentice) warrant and confirm that they have studied, understood, and agree
to comply with the scheme guidelines pertaining to them, and these Guidelines shall be made available in the
public domain and may be updated from time to time.”;

14, In the said rules, in SCHEDULE-IV, for paragraph 2, the following paragraph shall be substituted, namely:-
“2. In the case of Degree and Graduate Apprentices:

Must hold a degree in appropriate branch of study or engineering or technology or equivalent qualification as
recognised by the Government of India or the All India Council or University Grant Commission.”.

15. In the said rules, in SCHEDULE-V, under paragraph I, relating to Obligations of Employer (both in the case
of Major and Minor Trade Apprentices),—

(i in sub-paragraph (2), after clause (), the following clause shall be inserted, namely:-

“(b) the employer shall make suitable arrangements for imparting a course of basic training or
course of practical training or both through online or virtual or electronic or blended mode in
accordance with the syllabus approved by the Central Government in consultation with Central
Apprenticeship Council for designated trade and for the optional trade, the syllabus shall be
approved by the National Council. The employer shall engage apprentices in such training only
between the hours of 8.00 am and 6.00 pm and any relaxation to this time shall be approved by the
Apprenticeship Adviser, on case-to-case basis, the hours of work, overtime, leave and holidays
provided under section 15 of the Act.”;

(i) in sub-paragraph (5), after clause (b), the following clause shall be inserted, namely:-

“(c) An establishment may deploy only a major apprentice during the practical training period
in a client location (other than the workplace of practical training) within the country or abroad and
no minor apprentice shall be deployed: Provided that the establishment shall pay to apprentice
additional compensation —

(i) for a client location within the country, in addition to the prescribed minimum amount
of stipend shall pay additional compensation specified in sub-rule (1) of rule 11 and the
additional compensation shall be at least the prescribed minimum amount of stipend for such
period of deployment, to and fro travel cost, accommodation, food, hospitalisation cost and
insurance.

(ii) for a client location abroad, in addition to the prescribed minimum amount of stipend
shall pay an additional compensation of atleast twice the prescribed minimum amount of
stipend specified in sub-rule (1) of rule 11 and the establishment shall bear the cost of visa,
travel, medical tests, hospitalisation, insurance, cost of travel to and fro, stay and food;

(iii) any violation by the establishment shall be dealt by the local labour office of the country
concerned,;

(iv) the apprenticeship adviser shall approve the deployment of apprentice within the
country or abroad on case-to-case basis;

(v) the employer alone shall pay the stipend to the apprentice for the period of training in a
client location and no cost of stipend shall be borne by the Central Government.”.

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Standard Operating Procedure (SoP) for
Implementation of the Apprenticeship
Embedded Degree Programme (AEDP)

(4s per UGC Guidelines for Higher Educational Institutions to Offer AEDP, March 2025)

Phase 1 — Initiation

1.1 Formation of the Apprenticeship Implementation Committee (AIC)

Each University Registrar shall constitute an Apprenticeship Implementation Committee
(AIC) under the overall supervision of the University administration to oversee the
implementation of the AEDP. An AEDP Implementation Team shall be formed, and an
official Office Order shall be issued listing the nominated members, their designations,
contact details, and assigned responsibilities.
The broader roles may include:

*  University Campus AEDP In-Charge

* Board of Studies (BoS) Approval Coordinator

* Apprenticeship Officer

* Industry Liaison Officer

* Grievance Redressal Officer

* Advertisement and Outreach Officer

* PoSH and Safety Officer
The Office Order shall be uploaded on the official University website. Regular meetings shall
be conducted to review AEDP-related activities, and the minutes shall be documented, shared
with the Registrar, and forwarded to the State Department for progress tracking. Half yearly

meetings shall be organised at state level to review the progress.

1.2 Eligibility Verification

As per the UGC Guidelines for Implementation of AEDP (March 2025), the AIC shall
verify the eligibility of the University Campus and its affiliated colleges to offer AEDP
courses.

The Committee shall prepare and maintain a list of all affiliated colleges found eligible to
commence AEDP programmes.
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A comprehensive list of eligible colleges must be prepared and documented for subsequent
academic and administrative actions. The eligible colleges then shall be counselled at
university further to opt the best suitable program for their institutions. This shall also include
the scope of apprenticeship placement.

1.3 Briefing to the Academic Council

The AIC shall brief the Academic Council on the requirements for declaring a programme as
an AEDP. All essential check-points—such as duration of apprenticeship, credit allocation
for apprenticeship, and evaluation mechanisms—must be outlined and documented for
Council consideration. The documentation shall be updated college wise and a copy of the

same shall be shared with the state for record purposes.

Phase 2 — Academic and Legal Enablement

2.1 Amendment of Ordinances / By-Laws

The University shall propose amendments to its Academic Ordinance to incorporate AEDP-
specific provisions. The following sections of the UGC Guidelines for Higher Educational

Institutions to Offer AEDP, March 2025, should be duly addressed:

Section 7 — Implementation

Section 8 — AEDP Duration

Section 9 — Credit Mechanism

Section 11 — Preparation of Apprenticeship Plan

Section 12 — Assessment Methodology of the Apprenticeship Component of the AEDP

The University must also frame provisions for handling cases where a student fails to
complete the apprenticeship component during any semester and define how such students

will complete the requirement to qualify for the degree.

Deliverable: Copy of the approved Ordinance and all related annexures.
2.2 Publication of University AEDP Policy Note

Following approvals by the Academic and Executive Councils, each University shall publish
an official AEDP Policy Note on its website.
This document will serve as the guiding framework for University departments and affiliated

institutions during implementation.
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Phase 3 — Programme Design and Host Seat Preparation

3.1 Curriculum Preparation

Each academic department shall design its AEDP curriculum in line with the UGC
Guidelines. The AIC shall conduct meetings with Heads of Departments (HoDs) to brief
them about AEDP implementation.

As per Section 7 — Implementation (subclause vii):
“Admission to AEDP shall be the same as admission to regular UG programmes.”

During curriculum finalization, the AIC shall decide the admission criteria for each

programme in consultation with the BoS. Departments may:

o Adopt any of the 21 model curriculums shared by CRISP and tailor them as per
institutional requirements, or
o Identify an existing BoS-approved course and develop its AEDP counterpart in

alignment with UGC guidelines.

Under Section 7 — Implementation (subclause vi): “The HEIs may convert their already
running programmes into the AEDP and take admissions accordingly.”

3.2 Mapping of Apprenticeship Semesters

Following curriculum design, the apprenticeship semesters must be mapped in compliance

with:

e Section 8§ — AEDP Duration

e Section 11 — Preparation of Apprenticeship Plan

e Section 12 — Assessment Methodology of the Apprenticeship Component of the
AEDP

The finalized curriculum shall then be submitted to the BoS for approval.

3.3 Drafting the Apprenticeship Plan

Each Department Head shall:
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o Identify industry partners relevant to the designed curriculum.
e Conduct consultations with industry heads.
o Jointly draft an Apprenticeship Plan outlining:

o Job roles of apprentices

o Expected skill outcomes

o Attendance norms and monitoring mechanism

o Evaluation methodology

The plan must adhere to Section 11 — Preparation of Apprenticeship Plan and Section 12 —
Assessment Methodology of the UGC Guidelines. A signed plan from both the Department
Head and the Industry Partner is mandatory.

3.4 Drafting of MoU

With the AIC’s support, each Department Head shall draft an MoU in consensus with the
Industry Partner. This MoU shall form the base of the mandatory tripartite agreement

prescribed under the UGC Guidelines and may allow minor variations between industries.

3.5 Stipend Route and Modus Operandi

The AIC shall decide the stipend disbursal mechanism in accordance with the Gazette of

India CG-DL-E-11092025-266074, dated September 8, 2025.

o Direct Tripartite Route: Industry pays stipend directly to students through the
tripartite agreement.

e NATS/BOAT Route: If using NATS through BOAT, part of the stipend will be paid
via DBT by the Government. The remaining payment method must be defined by the
HEL

3.6 Safety Readiness and PoSH Vetting

Each University AIC must appoint a Safety Officer. The Safety Officer shall ensure that

each department drafts a safety protocol aligned with the nature of associated industries.

All industry partners and students must adhere strictly to these safety rules to prevent
hazardous exposure. Additionally, compliance with the Prevention of Sexual Harassment

(PoSH) framework is mandatory. It is recommended to include PoSH awareness as part of
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the pre-apprenticeship semester curriculum. Each department must submit a signed safety

checklist.

Phase 4 — UGC Guidelines Compliance Confirmation

The University Registrar shall email or upload all essential documents to the UGC to seek

approval. The communication must include:

e Proof of eligibility (as per Section 6 — Eligibility of HEI)
e BoS approval copies

o Approved Apprenticeship Deployment and Evaluation Plan
o Tripartite Agreement with Industry or MoU with BOAT

e NCREF Credit Mapping

For Colleges:
Colleges must submit to the UGC:

e NOC from UPHED

o Affiliation letter from the respective University

e Copy of approved curriculum from BoS

o Eligibility criteria as per UGC Guidelines

e Apprenticeship Deployment and Evaluation Plan (approved by the University)
o Tripartite Agreement or MoU with BOAT

Note:
No HEI shall admit students before submitting these documents and receiving formal UGC

confirmation.

Phase 5 — Admissions and Orientation

As per Section 7 — Implementation (subclause vii):

“Admission to AEDP shall be the same as admission to regular UG programmes.” The AIC
shall finalize the admission criteria during BoS deliberations.

5.1 Admission Process
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o Universities shall publish the AEDP Prospectus on their websites, detailing:
o AEDP courses available on campus and in affiliated colleges
o Structure of AEDP semesters
o Programme benefits and outcomes
o Evaluation procedures
o Minimum guaranteed stipend as per the Apprenticeship Act
o The SAMARTH portal must include a dedicated option for AEDP admissions.
o Students admitted to AEDP must possess a valid PAN card (mandatory for stipend
disbursal).

e Minimum age during apprenticeship must be 18 years.

5.2 Orientation

Post-admission, the AIC shall organize an orientation programme involving academic and

industry experts.
Students shall be briefed on:

e Minimum attendance requirements during apprenticeship
o Assessment processes

e Programme expectations

No apprenticeship shall be conducted in the first semester, while the final semester must be

fully dedicated to apprenticeship training.

Phase 6 — Allotment of Seats, Tripartite Agreement, and
NATS

The University website shall display:

e AEDP admission brochure
o List of AEDP courses offered on campus and in affiliated colleges

o Seat allocation, course fees, eligibility criteria, and admission process
The HEI shall choose the preferred apprenticeship engagement mode:

o Direct Industry Engagement via a Tripartite Agreement, or
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e Collaboration with BOAT/SSC/BOPT through an MoU.

Phase 7 — Delivery, Monitoring, Stipend, and Assessment
(During OJT Semester)

This phase ensures timely apprenticeship implementation, monitoring, stipend release,

and evaluation.
7.1 Deployment and Monitoring

e Apprenticeship locations must be mapped prior to the OJT semester to avoid
delays.

e Monthly attendance reports of students must be collected.

e Faculty members must visit industries at least once a month, meet HR/industry

supervisors, and obtain feedback.

7.2 Stipend Monitoring

The faculty and AIC shall ensure timely stipend disbursal. Any delay must be immediately
addressed in coordination with the concerned industry. The attendance of the students to
ensure the regularity and avoid absenteeism shall be a essential part for timely stipend

disbursal.

7.3 Apprenticeship Assessment

Assessment shall be conducted strictly as per the BoS-approved curriculum, ensuring
adherence to Section 12 — Assessment Methodology of the Apprenticeship Component of
the AEDP. University can develop the assessment mechanism in compliance to the essential

key performance indicators in alignment with course opted.

7.4 Grievance Redressal and Safety

e The Grievance Redressal Officer shall resolve complaints within 7 working days.
o Issues unresolved beyond 15 days shall be escalated to the Registrar.
o If deemed necessary, the Registrar may seek intervention from UPHED or the

Directorate.

Safety compliance must be reviewed periodically by the University’s Safety Officer.
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Phase 8 — Credits, Academic Bank of Credits (ABC), and
Outcome Tracking

As per Section 9 — Credit Mechanism (subclause i):
“For apprenticeship, the credits would be calculated in terms of duration instead of notional
hours. A three-month apprenticeship programme will earn 10 credits.”
8.1 Credit Assignment
After successful completion and evaluation of apprenticeship:
o The University shall declare results similar to other UG programmes.
o Credits shall be assigned as per apprenticeship duration.
o The credits shall be uploaded to the Academic Bank of Credits (ABC) linked to each
student’s ID.
8.2 Feedback and Outcome Evaluation
Upon completion, feedback shall be collected from both employers and students regarding:
o Strengths of the programme
o Areas of improvement
o Student reflections on learning outcomes
8.3 Post-Training Tracking
As per Section 14 — Post-Training Tracking of UGC Guidelines:
“HEIs are expected to track the outcomes of the pass-outs from such programmes for a period

of at least one year after completion to assess the employment and education pathways

pursued by such candidates.”

The AIC or respective Department shall maintain a one-year follow-up record to monitor

AEDP outcomes and inform future improvements.
